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(Camera is full-on with a greyhound dog, its face filling 
the screen, running straight at the viewer. In slow motion. 
Of course, “Chariots of Fire” music is playing, under a voice-over.)

Voice over:  (Serious, low, slow voice)
“Here he is. Man’s best friend. Running home, stretched to the limit, because all he wants is your approval. You know he’ll give you his best. You  know that every part of his being, every bone in his body, is working like a dog just to please you. 
(Camera slowly moving backwards, more dog faces filling 
the screen, running straight at the viewer. Now the viewer 
can see it’s a dog track race. Music continues.)

Voice over:  (Same serious, slow voice)
“No matter how many rivals for your affection, he’ll try to come through. Just for you. Against all odds, friend or foe, he’s made it his mission to reach his goal. No matter how many distractions, how many obstacles, he’s got just one, solitary purpose. And you know what that is…..
(Camera moves more quickly backwards, views the entire 
side of the track and comes to a stop with grandstands, filled 
with people, cheering and clapping. Viewer can see the 
grandstands and the track, with the dogs reaching the finish 
line, going away from the viewer. Music morphs into the crowd noise.)

Voice over:  (slightly more animated, faster, louder, over the crowd noise)



“That goal is your FUN!   8 to 1 odds!    $500 bucks in your pocket!   Your NEW best friend!

All at the area’s newest attraction! Come to the K-90’s track, where you’ll see the Fast and the Furriest! The newest of the Hot Dogs. In dogged pursuit of the finish line. It’s all going to the dogs!
Voice over:  (embarrassed at the flurry of clichés)
“Ahem, (clears throat) Anyway, fun for the whole family, the whole kitten caboodle. Bring your whole flock, herd ‘em in for a whale of a good time, uhhhh…….(more embarrassed)
(Very quickly) Just 4 miles east of the metro at Highway 12 and Hounds Avenue. See the Fast and the Furriest! It’s even better than a dog and pony show….(trailing off)
